3. Associate Partner at V4Safety

The EU V4Safety consortium invites openPASS to become an associated partner of
the project.

In return openPASS receives a deeper
insight into the intermediate project results. Furthermore, openPASS can support to
steer the project towards a feasible and viable way of using simulation. Joining as an
associated partner is a light form of collaboration with no formal obligations for the
associated partner. OpenPASS is asked to write a letter of intent. A decision should
be made latest mid November 2021. The decision of joining the project as an
associated partner will be made in the next SC meeting.
